Discussion

Adelaide Rd Project / District Plan
John Morrison has spoken to Sherilyn Gray, PM for Adelaide Rd project, and Jeremy Blake, Urban Planner.  Sherilyn and Jeremy are both happy to talk to the group.

The Adelaide Rd project is in its initial information gathering stages and will provide a framework for growth over the next 20-30 years.  The project area covers Adelaide Rd up as far as the northern end of the Hospital (start of Riddiford), encompassing the block up to Tasman St, and including the eastern side of Tasman St, and all of Ranfurly Rd and Tainui Tce.  Not sure if the Tasman St supermarket is included in the project scope (probably not, as the supermarket timeframe is likely to be earlier).

Jeremy would speak about the philosophy behind the District Plan and the “growth spine”, a projected 5,000 new residents in the Adelaide Rd area (doubling the population of Mt Cook).  The population of Wellington City is projected to rise by 25,000.

Council has almost no land in Adelaide Rd, so will be working closely with developers to supply housing.

Design Guide for Mt Cook

Newtown has a design guide.  Our group needs to set out design principles that can be used as a starting point when talking to Council.  John said that it is not easy to specify design “rules” as each site/design has its own characteristics and rules can sometimes result in bad designs.  It would be appropriate to include examples of good and bad design.  Our design principles will focus around the six areas of concern that emerged from the public meeting.
Most of the meeting was devoted to making a start on the design principles.  (To be written up and discussed separately).

Mt Cook School
Decile ranking has been increased by 3 points – will result in $50,000 less in funding.

Memorial Park - an air pollution caravan is in place for 6 months.  School would prefer 12 months monitoring as now is the windy season.  No noise pollution monitoring in place yet.  Expecting a Public Health Assessment to be done.


Traffic concerns addressed with Richard Hocken (head of Traffic).  Monitoring is on-going.  School and others are reporting red-light runners regularly.  In general the school is happy that there has been improvement in driver behaviour.  School wants to map childrens’ walking routes before deciding on next steps – walking buses may be an option.

Moving the school – board have agreed this option is worth investigating.  The main reason is that the route to school will be safer for the children, i.e. through Massey.  Principal will follow-up with Ministry of Education.  This is a complex issue (zone changes / possible land claims), and the timing may be too late in the process for Foodstuffs to consider.

Traffic
Sue Stewart spoke to Richard Hocken who said that the Police are well aware of local issues at Taranaki / Buckle St, and Tory / Buckle intersections and are monitoring the situation.
